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Hvordan man kan illustrere som pa en tavle ved online mundtlig eksa-

men?

En videoplatform har typisk en "tavlefunktion” — whiteboard. Ved at dele sin
skaerm, kan eksaminanden skrive pa sin skaerm, og dette vises for
eksaminator/censor. Det kraever dog gvelse at skrive pa en skeerm (med
musen). Dette er fx anvendeligt til skitse-brug (block-diagram, et flow eller
lignende) eller til sma formler og udregninger.

Hvis eksaminanden skriver pa et stykke papir, kan dette overfgres til
visning pa skaermen, hvis eksaminanden tager et billede af papiret og deler
det.

Hvis eksaminanden har en tablet, er det muligt at seette denne til
computeren og dele denne skaerm. Pa tabletten kan der sa benyttes et
tegneveerktgj med eksempelvis en pen.

Hvis eksaminanden har en digital pen (generelt et ret billigt vaerktaj), kan
denne visning deles. Dette er en god made at gennemfgre en mundtlig
eksamen pa, hvor der er behov for whiteboard.

Eksaminanden kan ogsa benytte et program til eksempelvis formel-
skrivning og dele det.

Ved starre formler vil Maple, MATLAB, et tegneprogram eller andet
fagspecifikt vaerktgj veere brugbart — typisk noget som er blevet brugt i
undervisningen. Eksaminanden deler programmet. Og dette kan evt.
bruges i kombination med en tavlefunktion.

How to illustrate a whiteboard feature at online oral exam

A video platform typically has a "whiteboard function". By sharing his/her
screen, the examinee can write on his/her screen, and this is shown to the
internal and external examiners. However, typing on a screen (with the
mouse) requires practice. This can be used, for example, for sketch use
(block diagram, a flow or similar) or for small formulas and calculations.

If the examinee writes on a piece of paper, this can be transferred to
display on the screen if the examinee takes a picture of the paper and
shares it.

If the examinee has a tablet, it is possible to connect it to the computer and
share this screen. A drawing tool with, for example, a pen can then be
used on the tablet.

If the examinee has a digital pen (generally a fairly inexpensive tool), this
view can be shared. This is a good way to complete an oral exam where
whiteboard is needed.

The examinee can also use a programme for, for example, formula writing
and share it.

For larger formulas, Maple, MATLAB, a drawing programme or other
subject-specific tool will be useful — typically something that has been used
in teaching. The examinee shares the programme, and this can possibly be
used in combination with a whiteboard function.
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
